Beaches unsafe for non-
whites and women! 

Kishore Muthreja, robbed 10 times, knifed, beaten 
twice as owner of the Neighbourhood Mini Mart on 
Kingston Road closed his business after suffering re-
peated vandalism as his store-front windows were also 
smashed.  

An habitue of the Beaches area is a former associate of 
Wolfgang Droege and Ernst Zundel, police informer, and 
heavy drug user. He distributes rac-
ist literature as shown here. 

Kishore blames bad luck for spate 
of incidents but handed out a copy 
of the ‘Whites Only’ literature 
while suffering black eye, knife 
wounds, etc.  

Kishore Muthreja just can't take it 
anymore after losing his life sav-
ings. Constable Macdonald sug-
gested he cut his business hours by 
6 hours claiming he can’t under-
stand it while his police resisted a 
report of the racist literature. 

"I can't stay here. I'm just getting hurt. I can't take any-
thing more physically," said the 61-year-old, who was re-
cently manning his shop with a black eye and knife punc-
ture wounds to the right torso from his latest robbery. 

"I can't risk my life." His wife Reena was also robbed 
and assaulted.  

The new proprty owner says he cannot get insurance for 
the Kingston Road location as blanket insurance ratings 
for the area are changing due to constant violence and rob-
beries. 

Store buyers are no longer available due to the 
tainted reputation of the area. Terrified custom-
ers of Kishore’s Mini-Mart insisted on anonymity 
while praising Kishore as someone who helped 
them. 

Local graffiti artists claim they are not racists like their 
parents and wish they were allowed to exercise their “art”. 
Arguments persist on Kingston Road for another store-
keeper who has had her storefront painted white after ar-
ranging for a graffiti art style mural painted on her prop-
erty. The city painted it white which immediately resulted 
in a new grarffiti attack or tagging as it is referred to. 

Policeman Macdonald insists that local parents investi-
gate their teenagers’ bedrooms for evidence of graffiti cre-
ating paraphenalia and to stiff the teens who may have 
remnants of the gases from paint cans. 

Local deputy-mayor Sandra Bussin finds herself frus-
trated by the activity of Beaches controllers who are able 
to manipulate the municipal employees and jobs for the 
benefit of racists. 

When a city owned and operated community centre in 
the Beaches discriminated against non-whites and home-

less for being non-
members an indi-
vidual was pointed 
out and moved out 
of the area. Then he 
was returned soon 
after.  
Apparently, the lo-
cal real estate pa-
pers in the Beaches 
promise whites 
only protection and 
sales of houses — a 
practice which has 
apparently been 

imported from the U.S. California real estate companies 
threatened their sales people with termination if they sold 
a listed property to a non-white. 
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There is a group named the Dirty Dozen in the Beaches 

region of Toronto and Toronto Street News personnel 
have received various threats over the years. 

A meeting at the Masonic Temple at Main & Danforth 
which we attended to witness the local rate payers associa-
tion (D.E.A.R.S.) present a gift to Domagala for his 
‘work’, a fellow whose family has harassed Toronto Street 
News. (When they’re not in 999?). 

Domagala had just been released from jail following rac-
ist threats against a contributor to Toronto Street News. 

The zionist controlled Anti-Racist Action group appar-
ently fire-bombed the Masonic Temple there. 

The wealthy $900,000 a year local real estate tabloid 
Beach Metro had its name used as a sponsor to raise 
money in defence of this racist individual who offers 
Beach tourist walks. Toronto Street News watches to see 
how he is able to slant  Beaches history to hide its anti-
Jewish bias as well. Local MP Maria Minna (Our agent 

outed 

Maria as voting illegally in a mu-
nicipal election) also invited Domagala to take part in a 
photo-op with local police in her MP newsletter.  Maria 
always resisted dialogue with Toronto Street News even 
though she pretends to be the Liberal MP assigned with 
the homeless issue. 

Concern is also expressed regarding persistent 
rumours of drugs being made available for youth 
in the area — rumours that even place lawyers, 
judges in the back seats of the local theatre with 
kids doing sex on them. Child porno production 
and arsenals in the area are of major concern as 
the ‘placid’ Beach neighbourhood apparently 
shields this real activity with supposed 
‘respectability’ . — VPF 
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Routine drug sales have finally 
been chased down on the Dan-
forth north of the Beaches but 
Queen Street bars in the Beaches 
area appear to be immune to co-
caine drug sales raids in spite of

Project Danny Boy netted drug dealers on 
Danforth 16 people are facing charges after 
police investigation

Police have arrested 16 people and laid 82 

c h a r g e s 
following a 

street-level drug investigation called Project 
Danny Boy. 

The probe was conducted by the drug squad 
along with 54 and 55 divisions. 

It began April 2 as a result of community 
concern about criminal activity along Dan-
forth Avenue. (Toronto Street News has 
complained for years of the danger of hav-

ing a beer on the Danforth due to drug 
dealers intimidating pub owners and cus-
tomers.) 

Police allege undercover officers bought 
drugs from 31 dealers. Trafficking, possess-
ing narcotics for the purpose of trafficking 
and possessing proceeds of crime were 
among the charges laid. 

More arrests and charges are expected.  
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
